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Spinner-performance tells a story about life, its constant circle and fruits it gives us. Story begins from a mythic figure, which makes silver string using a spinning wheel. String goes around and around endlessly under it makers spin. You can see the hardness of her work in the pale figure, the dark eyes and in the red hands, but still spinner carry out her destiny with peace and devotion.
In some point work has to end and circle has to stop, it is time to collect the fruits that has been given. Spinner collects silver and barbed wire in to her basket; gifts that work has given to her. Everything she has to carry on her arms, knowing it is a burden that she has given to herself. She can’t complain about her gifts anymore but has to settle to her destiny as it is, something good, something painful and last journey before returning home.
